Welcome to the askSam free form import plugin !

The askSam import plugin allows you to import documents from an askSam file (*.ask) into a Mylnfo Topic file (*.mio).
The plugin does not directly access the *.ask file, because the format is not publicly documented. You have to first export
the documents from the *.ask file to a text file and import that file into Mylnfo.

The export capabilities of askSam are excellent, so you should have no problems selecting the documents you want. As
of today you can only do this in text format which means you will lose all formatting. A later release of the plugin is
planned which will offer you the same functionality for rich text (RTF) exports.

During import Mylinfo is usually working with UTF-8 strings. The plugin, however, is configured for ASCII/ANSI strings as
they are produced by askSam. In case you need an UTF-8 import plugin, please let me know.

While importing to MyInfo you can map any askSam field you have to Mylnfo's attributes. This even works for multiline
fields.

The format that is used by askSam is a structured free form format that is easy to create and edit. There are many other
programs around that are able to create a file with this structure, so you can use this plugin to import these files into
Mylnfo. I've included some examples for this, they show how you can import your mails from theBat! email client, from
Lotus Notes or from PDF Files.

Please read the following documents to understand in detail how to configure your import.
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The plugin is distributed in the form of a zip file.
Please save the file to disk and go to MyInfo menu "Tools/Add-ons" and click on "Install.."

The document delimiter has to be unique string that does not occur otherwise in your documents. | usually use
something of the kind *** EOD_*** (which means end of document to me).

At the end of the export process you should have a text file that contains all desired askSam documents separated by
the document delimiter string.
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The import plugin reads its configuration from a configuration file that you create.
The file name of the config file has to be the same name as the import file, but gets a ".ini" extension appended.

Example:

import file is called "emails.txt ==> config file has to named "emails.txt.ini "

There is an empty template called "asksam_import.ini " that you should use as a starting point.

The template contains full documentation on all the configuration settings. Please consult it for full details.
Here | will explain the overall concept and the most crucial settings:

Each line beginning with a hash sign (#) is treated as a comment line. The hash has to be in the first column !
Empty lines are possible as well.

You can use my configuration file as a starting point. Be aware though that it is advisable to load the export file into a text
editor and search for any occurences of the Ox1A character. | have no idea why Notes is inserting this character from
time to time, but unfortunately this stops the import into MyInfo. Replace all occurences with a space.

Personally, | use UltraEdit for this task. UltraEdit is very powerful in its search & replace options. So | use it to tweak my
import file further: | delete unnecessary fields, or beautify some field contents. This is all just to make the mails look nicer
in MylInfo but it is not strictly necessary. | therefore decided not implement any of this functions into the plugin.

In the configuration file please make sure to insert the page break character as the DocSeparator. Another option would
be to replace the page break with a string of your liking and use this in the configuration.

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Sometimes | like to have the textual contents of PDF files searchable in MyInfo. When you work a lot with the same
PDFs this is a much quicker way to search for information than to start the Adobe Reader. In addition it offers the
possibilty to set links or preferred searches into that contents, highlight text passages etc....

| found two ways to achieve this kind of import:

1. Importing via the "Ms Word Outline" import filter of Myinfo
2. Importing via the "askSam freeform plugin”.

Most of the time | favour this approach since it keeps the formatting of the text, i.e. the font names, sizes and colours.
Here's what | do:

Open the PDF in Adobe Acrobat Reader

Select all of the text (CTRL+A) and copy to clipboard (CTRL+C)

Start MS Word and paste the contents (CTRL+V)

The tricky part: Replace all the fonts denoting headlines with the word heading styles (see below for details)
Save the file as an RTF file

Close MS Word and import the RTF file into Mylnfo using the "WS Word Outline" import.

Inserting the word heading styles

The "WS Word Outline" import is looking for the Word styles "Heading 1", "Heading 2" etc. and recreates the outline
structure in the Mylinfo tree. In most cases the headings in your PDF File will have a unique font face and/or size.
When you copy them over into MS Word the font settings are retained, but there is no style applied.

So what you can do is use the replace dialog from MS Word, search for the font name and size and replace it with
"Heading 1". Do the same for "Heading 2" and so on. | usually only need Heading 1 and 2 so I'm done with two global
replacements.

Since this can still be cumbersome when you have a lot of PDFs I've included a small Word macro which does this
automatically (see below)

As you can see I'm searching for a font called "Arial-Black-ldentity-H", point size 22 that | replace with "Heading

1" ("Uberschrift 1" in German). The same for "Heading 2" which is represented by "Arial-BoldMT-Identity-H" 18 pt.

In case you have questions please let me known, I'm aware that the description is short, but | think you should have
gotten the idea behind it.
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The general idea here is to copy the textual contents from the Adobe Reader into the clipboard and then into a text
editor.

The resulting text file is already nicely formatted. The only thing that is missing is the separator string to separate your
documents and additional fields that you might want as custom attributes in MylInfo.
